Guidelines for MLQG Exhibit 2012
The categories will remain the same as in 2010: Large Quilts, Small Quilts, Wall Hangings, Miniature/Miscellaneous, and Challenge. The Best of Show category will be dropped.

Quilts must be pieced, appliquéd, etc., by the member entering the quilt. Quilting by hand or machine may be done by someone not in the guild.

 ALL sleeves and labels must follow the Hanging Guidelines on how to prepare your quilt for an MLQG exhibit. These guidelines are on the guild’s website and will be available with the entry form. All quilts 30” wide or smaller require a split sleeve so the quilt can be hung from its mid-point. All quilts larger than 30” wide require a 4” sleeve securely sewn down so that it does not show when hung.
The Board approved the necessary funds to purchase rods in several sizes to hang quilts. If you have a rod for your wall hanging, please put your name on it and bring it when you drop off your quilt for the exhibit.

 All first choice quilts, as well as all challenges, will be in the exhibit and the committee will do its best to include all other entries, but space is limited.
